Classroom sessions take place at Dalhousie
University and the Canadian Museum of
Immigration at Pier 21, which provides an
unparalleled learning experience through its
exhibits, displays, oral history clips and
artifacts.

The International Summer Institute on
Migration and ldentity offers visiting students
a package that includes an intensive credit
course (3 credit hours or 6 ECTS),
experiences beyond  the classroom,
orientation, and on-campus accommodation.
